· Bishop Ireton, a Catholic coeducational college prep high school, located in Alexandria, Va. founded in 1964, and owned by the Catholic Diocese of Arlington, Va. 

· St. John’s College High School, a coeducational Catholic secondary school located in the Chevy Chase neighborhood of Washington, D.C..  St. John’s was founded in 1851 and is the second oldest Christian Brothers School in the United States.  

· Georgetown Visitation, located in Georgetown, D.C, which enrolls approximately 475 young women from Washington, D.C., suburban Maryland and Virginia.  Georgetown Visitation was founded in 1799 by the then President of Georgetown College.  

· Elizabeth Seton, located at 5715 Emerson Street in Bladensburg, Md., with an enrollment of approximately 600 students.  Elizabeth Seton was founded in 1959 by the Daughters of Charity.  
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
